Jan Nìmec (12 July 1936, Prague) is a Czech
filmmaker whose most important work dates from the
1960s. Film historian Peter Hames has described him
as the “enfant terrible of the Czech New Wave.”

Nìmec’s career as a filmmaker in the late 1950s when
he attended FAMU, the most prestigious institution for
film training in Czechoslovakia. At this time,
Czechoslovakia was a socialist state and artistic and
public expression was subject to censorship and
government review. However, thanks largely to the
failure of purely propagandist cinema in the early
1950s and the presence of important and powerful
people within the Czechoslovak film industry, such
as Jan Procházka, the 1960s led to an internationally
acknowledged creative surge in Czechoslovak film
that became known as the Czech New Wave, in which
Nìmec played an instrumental part.

As a graduation film, Nìmec adapted a short story
by Arnošt Lustig based on the author’s experience
of the Holocaust: A Loaf of Bread (Sousta). Nìmec
would return to Lustig’s writing when he directed the
influential film, Diamonds of the Night (Démanty noci,
1964), which was also based on the Holocaust.

His best known work is A Report on the Party and the
Guests (O slavnosti a hostech, 1966). Its plot revolves
around a group of friends on a picnic who are invited
to a bizarre banquet by a charismatic sadist, played
by Ivan Vyskoèil, who eventually bullies most of them
into blind conformity and brutality while those who
resist are hunted down. The film particularly received
a bad reception from the authorities as Vyskoèil in the
film had a remarkable likeness to Lenin, though

according to Peter Hames this was accidental.

However, before the political fallout from A Report on
the Party and the Guests was able to take effect, he
was able to have approved one more feature: Martyrs
of Love (Muèedníci lásky, 1966). The film, perhaps in
mind of the previous troubles he had suffered, was
completely apolitical with surrealist lyrical style. His
later independent film Mother and Son (Mutter und
Sohn, 1967), won an award at the Oberhausen Film
Festival.

His next important feature was a documentary,
Oratorio for Prague, of the Soviet-led invasion of
Prague in 1968, which ended the liberalPrague
Spring. It was banned, but Nìmec’s footage would
eventually be used by countless international news
organizations as stock footage of the invasion. Nìmec
was also an advisor on Philip Kaufman’s film adaption
of The Unbearable Lightness of Being (1988) with
Nìmec’s original film of the invasion being integrated.

After 1968, he left Czechoslovakia although he did
return but was not allowed to make films so he waited
and then after some fuss was eventually allowed to
leave in 1974. He then went on to Germany before
eventually moving to the United States. Unable to
work in traditional cinema, he was a pioneer in using
video cameras to record weddings, including
documenting the nuptials of the Swedish royal family.

After the fall of Communism in Czechoslovakia in
1989, he returned to his native country, where he has
made several films, including Late Night Talks with
Mother (Noèni hovory s matkou, 2000), which won the
Golden Leopard at Locarno.

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SAD DAYS IN CINEMA WORLD
SHAMMI KAPOOR 

On 14th August 2011, Hindi Cinema lost yet another hero
— who refused to be old in the eyes of the millions of fans.
Shami Kapoor of the legendery Kapoor family was born on
21st October 1931. He was a prominent lead actor in Hindi
cinema from the late 1950s until the early 1970s. He was
one of the pioneer of 'Internet' age in India.

Shammi Kapoor is hailed as one of the finest actors
that Hindi cinema has ever produced. Extremely versatile
as an actor, he was one of the leading stars of Hindi cinema
during the late 1950s, the 1960s and early ’70s. He made
his Bollywood debut in 1953 with the film Jeevan Jyoti, and
went on to deliver hits like Tumsa Nahin Dekha, Dil Deke
Dekho, Junglee, Dil Tera Diwana, Professor, China Town,
Rajkumar, Kashmir Ki Kali, Janwar, Teesri Manzil, An
Evening in Paris, Bramhachari, Andaz and Vidhaata.

He received the Filmfare Best Actor Award in 1968 for his
performance in Brahmachari and Filmfare Award for Best
Supporting Actor for Vidhaata in 1982.

SAMIR CHANDA
Another shock hit the filmdom when the news of Samir
Chanda’s demise spread out. The popular art director
passed away after suffering a massive heart attack.

Samir Chanda had teamed with eminent filmmakers like
Shyam Benegal, Vishal Bhardwaj, Mani Ratnam, Kalpana
Lajmi, Mrinal Sen, Rakesh Omprakash Mehra, Govind

Nihalini, and Pankaj Kapur. His filmography also include a
remarkable list of works namely ‘Rang De Basanti’, ‘Saath
Khoon Maaf’, ‘Omkara’, ‘Guru’, ‘Raavan’ and ‘Dil Se’ among
others.

Having been active in this field for more than two decades,
Samir has also won the National Film Award for Best Art
Direction in 2005 for film ‘Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose: The
Forgotten Hero’.

GAUTAM  RAJADHYAKSHA 
Gautam Rajadhyaksha (16th September 1950 - 13th
September 2011) was one of India’s best known celebrity
portraitist, having photographed almost all the icons of the
Indian Film industry.

His first encounter with fashion photography happened
1980, when he clicked actress Shabana Azmi (a college
mate),Tina Munim and Jackie Shroff, and his passion
for portraiture photography was lit. Eventually he left his
advertising job in 1987, and took up commercial
photography full-time.

His 1997 released coffee table book, titled, ‘FACES’,
containing 45 film personalities beginning with Durga Khote,
one of India’s first ladies of the Indian screen and ending
with Aishwarya Rai, former Miss World and today’s
Bollywood’s leading actress.

In 1992, he wrote his first screenplay, for the film, ‘Bekhudi’,
which launched actress Kajol’s career and his second,
‘Anjaam’ presented,Madhuri Dixit with a challenging role.
